Misdemeanor Probation:  The Misdemeanor Probation Program is a dynamic program encompassing many community based alternatives to incarcerating adult offenders.  These options include assignment of a probation officer who oversees home visits, employment verification, treatment compliance verification, random drug and alcohol testing, and supervision of other mandates requested by the courts.  This program deals with a wide variety of misdemeanor offenses but is particularly effective with DUI and Partner/Family Member Assault offenders, who need an increased level of supervision.  The Misdemeanor Probation Officer’s work very closely with the Victim Witness Advocates in order to provide an enhanced level of safety for victims of PFMA.  

Alternatives, Inc. currently has 2 Misdemeanor Probation Officers.  Each Probation Officer is required to be certified by the State of Montana Department of Corrections as an Adult Probation and Parole Officer, and maintains arrest authority as granted by the courts.  The Alternatives, Inc. Misdemeanor Probation Program is available in Yellowstone County only.

Supervision:  The Supervision Program offers many of the services as Misdemeanor Probation excluding on-site monitoring in the community, power of arrest and search.  The Supervision Manager can assist the courts and other referral sources through the use of electronic monitoring, random alco-sensors, random urinalysis, and monitored treatment/self-help attendance.  This program is available in all Counties we serve.  Additionally, juvenile supervision services are available in all of Alternatives, Inc. satellite counties.

Pre-Trial Supervision:  Pre-Trial Supervision is an option available to the courts which allow judges to conditionally release an offender from custody and enhance their accountability until the trial date.  Supervision Managers go to the county jails to screen the referral to determine if he/she is an appropriate candidate for this program.  The offender must agree to comply with the conditions of release which may include weekly office visits and electronic monitoring in order to be released from the jail.  The Pre-Trial Supervision Program is available in all counties served by Alternatives, Inc.

Community Service:  The efforts of approximately 466 non-profit, city, county, state, and federal community service sites in three counties are coordinated by Alternatives, Inc.  These sites provide supervision for and benefit from the efforts of community service workers.  Since the programs inception community service workers of all ages have provided hours of janitorial, yard work, childcare, bus cleaning, and clerical services valued at millions of dollars.  When performing community service, offenders gain respect for the law while being given the chance to pay back their debt to society.

Offenders work off fines or are assigned a certain number of hours by the referring court as restorative justice.  Many of our sites largely depend on volunteers and benefit greatly from community service workers.  Clients benefit from the self-esteem that comes from helping those in need.  All clients are covered by workers compensation and pay the cost of this coverage.  This program is offered in all counties serviced by Alternatives, Inc.

Detention:  This program, an official detention alternative to jail, allows non-violent adult offenders who have received short term sentences to serve them in a setting other than jail.  This helps to save the taxpayers a considerable burden as the offenders are responsible for paying their own incarceration costs.  Sentences range anywhere from 24 hours on up, depending upon the amount of time sentenced with multiple days served must be in increments of two days at a time.  This program is located in the Billings facility but is used by all of the counties we serve.  Offenders are confined to the detention room except at meal times.  The cost is $45.00 per day.

House Arrest:  The Electronic Monitoring program has access to a variety of different monitoring systems.  The most common is the utilization of a band or “transmitter” that is typically placed on the ankle and a “monitor/receiver” that hooks up through a telephone line.  Although similar to House Arrest, electronic monitoring client’s movement in the community is not restricted, but rather monitored increasing an offender’s accountability through closer supervision. Fees for this service are $9 per day (no hook-up fee).

Secure Continuous Alcohol Monitoring (SCRAM):  The SCRAM system is an automated, continuous alcohol monitoring system.  SCRAM is designed specifically for long-term monitoring of alcohol offenders, delivering the best offender management tool yet for assessing alcohol problems, detecting alcohol consumption 24 hours a day, and ultimately deterring them from drinking when they’re on the road to recovery.  The cost for this program is $11.00 per day.

Global Positioning System (GPS):  The GPS monitoring equipment allows the tracking of an offender’s movement and offers the ability to print maps of the community that identify the specific movements of the offender throughout the day.  There is a higher cost for this option which provides 100% accountability for offenders considered a risk on supervision

Work Release:  This program allows eligible adult offenders who have been sentenced to jail time to serve that sentence at Alternatives, Inc.  It is generally for those who have sentences of six to twelve months.  This enables them to continue working, help support their families, and obtain needed treatment.  The Work Release Program helps to ease the demand on jail space and provide savings for taxpayers as the offenders must pay their own costs of incarceration.  The cost for the offenders is on a sliding fee scale based upon the person’s hourly wage.  This program is available to Carbon and Stillwater Counties.  The offender completes this program at Alternatives, Inc. in Yellowstone County.

Urinalysis:  Alternatives, Inc. provides a very structured Urinalysis Program that meets current state and federal statutes and provides cost effective testing with a multitude of testing modalities including urinalysis, ETG, hair, patch, dip stick, and alcohol breath testing.  We utilize a certified laboratory and can provide results within a 24 to 72 hour period.  We also provide secondary confirmation testing by either GC/MS or TLC. Testimony is also available upon request.

ETG UA:  ETG is a direct metabolite of alcohol (ethanol).  It’s presence in urine may be used to detect recent ethanol ingestion, even after ethanol is no longer measurable.  The presence of EtG in urine is an indicator that ethanol was ingested and can be detected in urine for up to 80 hours after ingestion.  Alternatives, Inc. offers this urinalysis testing as an option to our referral sources for monitoring alcohol use by offenders.  The cost of the test is $35.00.
Hair Testing:  Cost is $100.  Tests for multiple drugs through client’s hair.
Breathalyzer (BA):  Alternatives, Inc. provides a very structured Breathalyzer Program.  Offenders can be ordered by the referral sources to report on a daily basis or randomly to provide BA’s.  Cost for the BA Program is $37.50/monthly for 1-15 BA’s and $75.00/monthly for 16-30 BA’s.

TREATMENT PROGRAMS

Alternatives, Inc. offers a wide range of affordably priced treatment options designed to comply with state laws and court orders.  Persons wishing to participate on a voluntary basis for the purposes of self improvement are also eligible for services.

Chemical dependency services are performed by Licensed Addictions Counselors.  Assessments utilize DSM IV criteria and clients are referred to an appropriate level of treatment based on the American Society of Addiction Medicine (ASAM) patient placement criteria.

In order to accommodate different belief systems, a variety of curriculums are available.  Treatment components include:

Drug & Alcohol Bio-Psyche Evaluation:  A thorough evaluation of the client’s alcohol and drug use which is conducted by a Licensed Addiction Counselor utilizing the DSM IV criteria for diagnosis.  The appropriate level of care is based on the American Society of Addiction Medicine (ASAM) patient placement criteria.  The cost of the evaluation is $200.00.
Chemical Dependency Intensive Treatment Module:  Structured group counseling (equivalent to intensive outpatient treatment) of 10 hours per week, for 4 to 6 weeks.  Focus is on addiction education and recovery tools, anger management, and criminal thinking errors.  The cost is $850 payable weekly or by prearranged fee agreement.  Aftercare is provided at no additional charge.

Alcohol & Drug Treatment:  Structured group counseling of one 1 ½ hour session per week for a minimum of 12 weeks.  Focus is on addiction, education and recovery tools for those in treatment for the first time.  The cost is $25 per session, payable weekly or by prearranged fee agreement.  

Aftercare Treatment:  Structured group counseling of one 1 ½ hour session per week, for a minimum of 12 weeks.  Focus is on relapse prevention.  The cost is $25 per session, payable weekly or by prearranged fee agreement.  Provided to all CD ITM graduates and appropriate for those who have attended inpatient or outpatient treatment within the last year.
Partner or Family Member Assault Classes (PFMA) which include: Violence and Dangerousness Assessment & Chemical Dependency Screen:  This program is a cognitive-behavioral approach that confronts the batterer’s beliefs and behaviors.  Education focuses on power and control issues.  The program is designed to comply with state and local regulations regarding perpetrators of partner / family member assault which requires a minimum of 40 hours of education.  Efforts are made to increase victim safety by coordinating with victim advocates, caseworkers, probation officers, and YWCA victim services.  The cost is $25 per session, payable weekly or by prearranged fee agreement.

This assessment is completed by a Licensed Addictions Counselor in conjunction with a Licensed Professional Counselor.  It is designed to evaluate “power and control” dynamics which lead to dangerous and violent behavior. Along with a thorough social and legal history, a screen is completed to determine if chemical dependency issues need further assessment.  If so, the client will be required to complete a full chemical dependency evaluation and follow recommendations.  The cost of the assessment is $200.00. Chemical dependency evaluations if needed are an additional $200.00.  All fees are paid by the client.

Aggression Control Education:  “Coping with Anger” is a cognitive behavioral program intended for clients who are learning to manage feelings and behaviors that accompany anger.  “Coping with Anger” assists in the development of new belief systems and learning to choose new non-aggressive behavior.  This curriculum is an 8 module course designed for offenses such as simple assault, disorderly conduct, etc., and is not intended to address “Power and Control Issues” associated with partner / family member assault.  The cost is $25 per session, payable weekly or by prearranged fee agreement.

Criminal Thinking Errors Education:  The basic goal of CTE is to encourage offenders to examine their criminal thinking and behavior patterns. This process is designed to help the offender develop insight and empathy regarding their victims.  This cognitive behavioral program uses the same curriculum offered by the Department of Corrections in its facilities. The cost is $25 per session, payable weekly or by prearranged fee agreement and is a minimum of 1 ½ hours per week for a minimum 12 weeks.
Shoplifting/Bad Checks/Property Crimes Education:  This program is designed for the “non-professional” offender.  It is essential that treatment be made available at a time when offenders are first caught and processed through the criminal justice system so they may recognize and adapt life situations which make them vulnerable to re-offend. The cost is $210.00 for the program, payable at $25.00 per session and includes a minimum of 8 modules or sessions.

Gambling Assessment:  A thorough evaluation of the client’s gambling history is conducted by a Certified Compulsive Gambling Counselor utilizing the DSM IV criteria for diagnosis.  The cost of the assessment is $200.00, payable in advance or by pre-arranged fee agreement.  May be appropriate for offenders whose financial circumstances have brought them into contact with the law and those who have a history of bad checks.

Gambling Education:  The Compulsive Gambling Treatment Program is designed to address gambling behaviors that have brought offenders into the legal system.  The structured group counseling is based upon the 12-step model and is 1 ½ hours per week for a minimum of 12 weeks.  The program empowers the problem gambler to evaluate their behaviors and deal with them in a proactive manner.  The cost is $5.00 per session.  
Minor-In-Possession (MIP):  This education program is designed to educate youth convicted of Minor in Possession of Alcohol about the dangers and legal ramifications of alcohol and drug use.  Topics include Montana Statute on MIP law, information regarding various substances, alcohol and drug awareness, addiction, values and choices, and coping skills.  The curriculum used was developed by the State of Montana.  Level I (first time MIP) cost is $100.00.  Level II includes a Chemical Dependency Assessment and cost is $210.00.  The course is approximately 6 hours in length and runs for 4 weeks.  We also offer a parent class.  

Driver Offender Education (DOP):  This State approved curriculum provides clients who are convicted of driving offenses critical skills to identify potential hazards while operating a motor vehicle.   Persons completing this course are eligible for a reduction in the cost of having their driver’s license reinstated.  The program addresses risky attitudes and behaviors while driving, differences between regular driving and defensive driving.  The cost is $115.00 for the program, payable in advance or by prearranged fee agreement and is a one day course.

Tobacco Cessation Education:  The program addresses the use of tobacco products by youth.  The cost of the program is $110.00 payable in advance or by pre-arranged fee agreement and is a one day course.
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
